The crutch height should be adjusted to suit each user's height in order to guarantee their safety and
comfort.

To know the perfect height of the crutch you need to make sure that the forearm collar has to be 5cm
bellow the height of your elbow.

To adjust the height, remove the fastener to relive the mobile extension of the crutches.

When desired height is reached, lock tube into place by aligning both holes and introducing the fastener.
To be sure tube is locked into place by pushing down on or by pulling tube.

The very first thing you should do is to select the most convenient and suitable crutches for you.

The crutch must be held in the opposite hand to the affected leg, either from weakness or surgery or you
can use two crutches.

It is very important to check the height of the crutch, since it has to be adjusted according to the user’s
height.

The elbow should be slightly bended when you are up supported by the crutch.

The handle of the crutch must be at the same level as the wrist and the greater trochanter (hip bone).
There are different types of crutches handles. You should choose the one that provides you the most
comfort.

The posture when standing should be completely straight with a firm grip on the crutch.

When stepping forward with your weaker leg, swing simultaneously the crutch in front of you in the same
distance, so that the tip of the crutch and your front foot are even.

Press down the crutch to remove some of the pressure on your weak leg.

When you step with your strong leg, be sure to reach beyond the crutch.

To turn, do it on your strong leg.

When using two crutches we can use the last method of walking alternating both legs and both crutches.
If it is a major injury we can use the following method;

The first move it will be a small step with both crutches keeping the distance in between.

Then step forward with the injured leg until foot is in line with the crutches.

Press down the crutches to relieve pressure on the injured leg and to keep the balance with the crutches.
Lastly step forward with the strong leg to reach the other leg.
